A Word from Fr. Drummond
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Prayer is essential to our relationship with God. The
less we pray the farther away we drift from Him, the more we
pray the closer we approach Him. Priests are bound to pray
the Liturgy of the Hours at five different times during the day.
And that is the bare minimum. It needs to be reenforced by
Holy Hours, the Rosary, Reading of Sacred Scripture and oth-
er devotions. Every priest who left the priesthood had long
since stopped praying. But even those who are not priests or
professed religious need to pray. Some may say that they are
fitoo busyo to pray, to which | would respond that they are
indeed too busy. Prayer is every bit as important as eating,
drinking and even breathing.

Adoration is the highest form of prayer. This type of

prayer acknowledges that God is God (and that we are not)
and seeks simply to be with Him in Love. We do not have to
articulate any words or thoughts, we just have to be with Him,
emptying our minds of all thoughts, cares, and frustrations we
sit before the Lord and bask in His Love. As a loyal dog is
content to lie at his masterds feet, so we should content our-
selves before God in the Blessed Sacrament. Whether it is for
ten or twenty minutes or for a full hour, time offered before
the Blessed Sacrament in the Monstrance will strengthen, re-
fresh, and rejuvenate us for whatever may await us.

The Forty Hours Devotion tries to draw attention to
the opportunity for deep prayer offered us before the Sacra-
ment. People all over the world are seeking Jesus but not
knowing where to find Him. He is here, in the Tabernacle, in
the Monstrance. We need seek no further. As Jesus Himself
told His earthly parents: fiHow is it that you sought me? Did
you not know | must be in my Fatherfs House?0
